	       Position Statement – Background Checks
	This form was reviewed, discussed, and approved as presented.

	       Student Declination of Annual Influenza
           Vaccination
	This form was reviewed, discussed, and approved with the following changes:

· “(documentation by healthcare provided)” to be added to the end of introductory statement “I have chosen not….” that precedes the list of reasons for declination.  It was noted that Loma Linda University Medical Center will only accept students with a declination if they have a physician’s documentation citing allergy as the reason for not obtaining the seasonal influenza vaccination.
· addition of a disclaimer statement at the bottom of the page “Some clinical facilities have additional requirements.”

	       Explanation of Required Health and 

           Immunizations Requirements
	This form was reviewed, discussed, and approved as follows:

· There was discussion regarding the need to include a reference to the Quanteferon Gold serum analysis for tuberculosis but was felt that reference to a serum titre in the first sentence of the  “Two Step TB Screening” was adequate.
· A question was raised regarding the need for MMR titre when prior vaccination was proven by documentation.  It was pointed out that persons can lose immunity to MMR with aging, even when prior immunizations have been administered.  No changes were determined required to the statement as presented.

· It was decided that at least 2 of the three injection series for Hepatitis B vaccination must be documented prior to the student being allowed in the clinical facilities.  There was discussion regarding the issue of failure to achieve immunity and it was decided that students would be admitted if they continued to be negative for immunity following two vaccination series with titer.  Typo/spelling error in first sentence (series) needs to be corrected.
· The CPR Certification and Background Check references on this form were determined to be unnecessary and will be deleted.

	       Clinical Profile
	Concern was expressed that school representatives do not always ensure that requirements are completely met.  Although the clinical facilities do not want to maintain supportive documentation on every student, it is important that the school maintain these documents and are prepared to produce them immediately upon request from the clinical facility.  All members present agreed it is imperative that the schools ensure student and faculty compliance with all health/immunization requirements and maintain supporting documentation.
It was reported that the San Diego consortium posts clinical facilities’ forms and orientation materials on their site.  Mary O’Connor advised that this could easily be done on the IECP site by creating a folder for each clinical facility.  The membership recommended that this is done and that each folder ID include a notation for “last updated.”

The issue of American Heart versus American Red Cross certification for CPR was discussed, and the group reached consensus that American Red Cross certification would not be accepted.

Some representatives reported that they use an Excel spreadsheet to document student and faculty requirements and the representative from Cal State San Marcos offered to share their database format with any consortium members.  Elizabeth Berry reported that The Joint Commission accepts a signed (by the Program Director) database of this kind as proof of compliance.  Thee was a question regarding whether the same documentation would be used when students were placed in preceptorships and the response was affirmative that this process would be used for placement of students for all clinical experiences.

Revisions were approved as follows:

· “Cell/Pager” will be added to the query which currently only asks for Home Phone for instructors.
· NA will be deleted from the “Program” query response group.

· The query “Student Group” and its responses will be deleted.

· In the list of required items at the lower portion of the page, NPSG will be spelled out to read National Patient Safety Goals, rather than using the acronym.

	This form was reviewed, discussed and will be revised to use the word “term” in place of “semester” in the first sentence of item 2.

	On-Line Orientation Module
	It was reported that the www.bayetc.org site only allows registered users.  Mary O’Connor informed that schools interested in using the material can call her to get the contact information.  She advised that use of the material may be restricted to schools in the California Community College system as grant funds were used to create the materials.  This site charges a fee for utilization of the HIPAA and Sexual Harassment materials.

	Recruitment and Dues
	Recruitment was discussed and concern expressed regarding the low number of participating clinical facilities.  Schools were encouraged to speak to their clinical partners about joining the IECP.

Myrna Dial, Treasurer, reported that 14 colleges had paid their dues to date.  Members were advised that a $3,000 payment for the website needs to be made immediately to ensure continuing ownership of the domain name and maintenance of the website.  The deadline for payment is the end of September for the 2009-10 year.  There is currently $2,100.00 in the IECP account.
	Schools will encourage their clinical partners to join the IECP.

All members must pay dues immediately.

	Meetings
	Meeting frequency was discussed and it was decided that additional meetings are needed to ensure the business of the IECP is adequately addressed and that IECP Committee members meet to accomplish their responsibilities.  The IECP bylaws require at least quarterly meetings of the membership. Mary O’Connor reported that RHORC meetings are held in January, May and September - additional IECP meetings would not include a RHORC meeting.  The membership was asked whether they preferred morning or afternoon meetings – morning preference was expressed.

The Monday, November 9 meeting (tentatively scheduled for 0900 at Eisenhower Medical Center in Rancho Mirage) will be an IECP only meeting.

The Friday, February 5 meeting for clinical placement conflict resolution will be held 0800-1200 at RCC.

The Friday, April 9 meeting (location TBD) will begin at 0900 for the schools and 1000 for the clinical facilities and will last until 1200.  This will be an IECP only meeting.

Mary O’Connor will keep all posted regarding specific scheduling for the RHORC meetings.

	Clinical Placements
	Input for clinical facilities will be open October 1-November 30 for placement during the period of August 2010 through July 2011.  The module will then be open to schools from December 1 through January 22 to enter requests.  The conflict resolution meeting will be held at RCC on February 5 starting at 0800, and clinical facilities will be able to document approvals from February 15 through March 15.

	Clinical Placement Preparation
	Clinical facilities reminded that schools need to request actual dates of requests for student placement, not just the entire semester, so that the clinical facilities know exactly when students will be present.

All were reminded that only IECP members who have paid their dues will be given access to the Clinical Placement functions.
